Bible Text: John 4:1-26. Jesus left Judea and passed
through Samaria on his way back to Galilee. Usually
Jewish people would take a longer route to avoid
Samaria, as they did not like Samaritans. However,
Jesus was not like other Jews. While in Samaria He
stopped at a well where He met a Samaritan
woman, and offered her a gift — living water. The
woman didn’t understand, but Jesus revealed His
knowledge of her past and gave her a glimpse of
the future. The Samaritan woman expected a
Messiah to come and fix everything. Jesus said, “l am
He.”

Christ Connection: Jesus offered the woman
something no one else could give her - living water.
Jesus wasn’t talking about water that she could
physically drink; Jesus was talking about the Holy
Spirit who would satisfy her spiritual thirst. Jesus
gives the Holy Spirit to those who come to Him by
faith.
