This declaration expresses beliefs, common to its members.

The Bible:
We believe that the Bible alone, and the Bible in its entirety, is the written Word of God and,

therefore, inerrant in the original documents and absolutely authoritative.

The Triune God:

We believe that there is but one living and true God, the Creator, Preserver and Governor of all
things, who is Spirit, infinite in being, and in all perfections. We further believe that one God exists
eternally in three persons: the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit; all three having the same
nature, attributes, and perfections, but each executing distinct, but harmonious, operations in the

work of creation and of redemption.
